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BASIC AGREEMENT

This Agreement is entered into as of 


 2007, by the U.S. Army  Family, Morale, Welfare and Recreation Command, Nonappropriated Fund Contracting Directorate (IMWR-NC), and by    (Insert your complete Company Name and address here and fax to Debbie L. Ewald at 703-681-5363)     , hereafter referred to as the Vendor.


The IMWR-NC in partnership with the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) has established a Nonappropriated Fund (NAF) electronic shopping mall (EMALL) as part of their Department of Defense (DOD) EMALL, for use by DOD Nonappropriated Fund Instrumentalities (NAFIs).  The NAF EMALL is intended to provide NAFIs with one-stop online purchasing using the Government purchase card.  This agreement constitutes a statement of mutual understanding regarding the parties’ roles and responsibilities for the Vendor’s participation in the NAF EMALL.


This Agreement will continue until terminated by either party at no cost, by providing thirty (30) days advance notice in writing to the other party, however the vendor shall fulfill all orders placed prior to the effective termination date.  Both the IMWR-NC and the Vendor may review the program periodically to ensure it is meeting the intent of this agreement.


IMWR-NC makes no guarantees as to the use of this Agreement by any DOD NAFI or to the amount of use by any NAFI activities.  This Basic Agreement is nonexclusive in that IMWR-NC may enter into agreements with other firms to participate in the NAF EMALL, which provide the same or similar products or services.  No NAFI is obligated to purchase any products or services from the vendor via the NAF EMALL.


This is a no-cost Agreement.  Neither nonappropriated funds nor funds appropriated by Congress are in any way obligated or can be obligated by virtue of any provision of this Agreement.

I.  OBJECTIVE
The objective of this Agreement is to:


A.  Provide the Vendor the opportunity for NAFI personnel to order products/services using the Vendor’s electronic catalog via the NAF EMALL.


B.  Establish applicable consideration for NAFIs in return for marking purchases via the NAF EMALL.  

II.  IMPLEMENTATION

Upon execution of this agreement, the vendor shall contact their respective DOD EMALL Supplier Account Manager (SAM).  The vendor shall work with the SAM to establish their electronic catalog on the NAF EMALL for users to make purchases.
Should the vendor be unable to establish its catalog on the EMALL within forty-five days from the date this agreement is signed, the Contracting Officer may terminate this agreement at no cost to either party.

III.  RESPONSIBILITES


A.  The Vendor shall:

(1) Keep their online catalog and catalog prices current;



(2) Accept the Government Purchase Card as a means of payment for purchases made through the NAF EMALL;



(3) Complete and return with this agreement the DOD EMALL supplier worksheet at Attachment 2 and provide future changes in company information to the Contracting Officer;


(4) Comply with all pertinent DOD EMALL Business rules and Agreement to sell on DOD EMALL at Attachment 3 and as may be imposed in the future.  Sign and return Attachment 3 with this agreement;


(5) Provide a discount off of all merchandise purchased through the EMALL.  Discounts shall be taken off the vendors catalog price at the time a purchase is completed (prices shown on DOD EMALL shall show the discounted price, a discount cannot be taken after the customer has ordered on DOD EMALL).  The discount(s) to be given to the NAFI for purchases made through the NAF EMALL are ______________________; and 


(6) Ship the complete order of items to the ordering NAFI within the time frame specified at the time the order is placed.


B.  The IMWR-NC will:



(1)  Provide the DOD EMALL SAM and IMWR-NC point of contact information;



(2)  Notify and provide guidance on the NAF EMALL to participating NAFIs;



(3)  Provide through its agreement with DLA for the operation and maintenance of the NAF EMALL; and 



(4)  Provide program information on the NAF EMALL as necessary.

IV.  ADVERTISING

The Vendor shall not represent, in any manner, expressly or by implication, that the products or services provided under this Agreement are endorsed by any element of the United States Government or the Army or any DOD NAFI.  Any advertisement, which refers to a military resale activity, shall contain a statement that the advertisement was neither paid for nor sponsored, in whole or in part, by the particular activity.  All such advertisements prepared by the Vendor specifically for the military market must be approved by the Contracting Officer prior to their release.

V.    LOGO

A. The “Morale, Welfare and Recreation (MWR) logo is a Federally Registered Trademark.

B. Any use of the logo under this agreement can only be used on merchandise ordered through the DOD EMALL.

C. The Contractor is not authorized to any further use of or rights to, the “Morale, Welfare and Recreation (MWR)” logo.

VI.  GENERAL PROVISIONS

The general provisions set forth at ATTACHMENT 1 are hereby incorporated into this Agreement and apply to this agreement and all purchases made through the NAF EMALL.

(U.S. Army Community and Family Support Center, NAF EMALL)

DEFINITIONS (NOV 2004) (BI-001) 

NONAPPROPRIATED FUND INSTRUMENTALITY (NOV 2004) (BI-002) 

The Nonappropriated Fund Instrumentality (NAFI), which is party to this contract, is a nonappropriated fund instrumentality of the Department of the Army.  NO APPROPRIATED FUNDS OF THE UNITED STATES SHALL BECOME DUE OR BE PAID THE CO NTRACTOR BY REASON OF THIS CONTRACT.  This contract is NOT subject to The Contract Disputes Act of 1978.

COVENANT AGAINST CONTINGENT FEES (NOV 2004) (BI-003) 

The Contractor warrants that no person or selling agency has been employed or retained to solicit or secure this contract upon an agreement or understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, excepting bona fide employees or bona fide established commercial or selling agencies maintained by the contractor for the purpose of securing business. For breach or violation of this warranty the NAFI shall have the right to annul this contract without liability or, in its discretion, to deduct from the contract price or consideration, or otherwise recover, the full amount of such commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee. 

CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS―COMMERCIAL ITEMS (NOV 2004) (BI-008) 
(d) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default in cases of delayed performance unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the NAFI in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement of any delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch, and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence. 

 (f) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the NAFI and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

 (h) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the 

supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the NAFI upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the NAFI at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

 (l) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the NAFI upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the NAFI takes physical possession. 

 (o) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(p) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: 

(1) The schedule of supplies/services. 

(2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, and Other Compliances. 

(3) The clause entitled Terms and Conditions Required to Implement Statutes or Executive Orders―Commercial Items. 

(4) Addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software. 

(5) Solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation. 

(6) Other paragraphs of this clause.

(a) Except as may be otherwise provided in this contract, the contract price includes all taxes, duties, or other public charges in effect and applicable to this contract on the contract date, except any tax, duty or other public charge which by law, regulation or governmental agreement is not applicable to expenditures made by the NAFI or on its behalf: or any tax, duty, or other public charge from which the Contractor, or any subcontractor hereunder, is exempt by law, regulation or otherwise. If any such tax, duty, or other public charge has been included in the contract price, through error or otherwise, the contract price shall be correspondingly reduced. 

(b) If for any reason, after the contract date of execution, the Contractor or subcontractor is relieved in whole or in part from the payment or the burden of any tax, duty or other public charge included in the contract price, the contract price shall be correspondingly reduced; or if the Contractor or a subcontractor is required to pay in whole or in part any tax, duty, or other public charge which was not included in the contract price and which was not applicable at the contract date of execution the contract price shall be correspondingly increased. 

(c) No adjustment of less than $250 shall be made in the contract price pursuant to this clause. 

(d) With respect to foreign taxes, NAFI's located in foreign countries will not pay to nor collect for any foreign country or political subdivision any tax unless the United States has consented to levy collection by treaty, convention, or executive agreement.

PAYMENTS (NOV 2004) (BI-068) 

DISCOUNTS FOR PROMPT PAYMENT (NOV 2004) (BI-070) 
(a) Discounts for prompt payment will not be considered in the evaluation of offers. However, any offered discount will form a part of the award, and will be taken if payment is made within the discount period indicated in the offer by the offeror. As an alternative to offering a prompt payment discount in conjunction with the offer, offerors awarded contracts may include prompt payment discounts on individual invoices. 

(b) In connection with any discount offered for prompt payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. If the Contractor has not placed a date on the invoice, the due date shall be calculated from the date the designated billing office receives a proper invoice, provided the agency annotates such invoice with the date of receipt at the time of receipt. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date that appears on the payment check or, for an electronic funds transfer, the specified payment date. When the discount date falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or legal holiday when Federal Government offices are closed and NAFI financial management activities are not expected to be conducted, payment may be made on the following business day.

COMMERCIAL WARRANTY (NOV 2004) (BI-111) 

The Contractor agrees that the supplies or services furnished under this contract shall be covered by the most favorable commercial warranties the Contractor gives to any customer for such supplies or services and that the rights and remedies provided herein are in addition to and to not limit any rights afforded to the NAFI by any other clause of this contract. 

LIMITATION OF LIABILITY―SUPPLIES (NOV 2004) (BI-113)

(a) Except as provided in paragraphs (b) and (c) below, and except for remedies expressly provided elsewhere in this contract, the Contractor shall not be liable for loss of or damage to property of the NAFI (excluding the supplies delivered under this contract) that― 

(1) Occurs after NAFI acceptance of the supplies delivered under this contract; and 

(2) Results from any defects or deficiencies in the supplies. 

(b) The limitation of liability under paragraph (a) of this clause shall not apply when a defect or deficiency in, or the NAFI's acceptance of, the supplies results from willful misconduct or lack of good faith on the part of any of the Contractor's managerial personnel. The term "Contractor's managerial personnel," as used in this clause, means the Contractor's directors, officers, and any of the Contractor's managers, superintendents, or equivalent representatives who have supervision or direction of― 

(1) All or substantially all of the Contractor's business; 

(2) All or substantially all of the Contractor's operations at any one plant, laboratory, or separate location at which the contract is being performed; or 

(3) A separate and complete major industrial operation connected with the performance of this contract. 

(c) If the Contractor carries insurance, or has established a reserve for self-insurance, covering liability for loss or damage suffered by the NAFI through purchase or use of the supplies required to be delivered under this contract, the Contractor shall be liable to the NAFI, to the extent of such insurance or reserve, for loss of or damage to property of the NAFI occurring after NAFI acceptance of, and resulting from any defects or deficiencies in, the supplies delivered under this contract. 

TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE (NOV 2004) (BI-118) 

The Contracting Officer, by written notice, may terminate this contract, in whole or in part, when it is in the best interest of the NAFI, in accordance with AR 215-4. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all terminated work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work on the terminated portion(s) of the contract. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges that the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the NAFI, using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred that reasonably could have been avoided.

(b) The Contractor is not prohibited form employing persons― 

(1) On parole or probation to work at paid employment during the term of their sentence; 

(2) Who have been pardoned or who have served their terms; or

(iv) The rates of pay and other conditions of employment will not be less than those paid or provided for work of a similar nature in the locality in which the work is being performed; and 

(v) The Attorney General of the United States has certified that the work-release laws or regulations of the jurisdiction involved are in conformity with the requirements of Executive Order 11755, as amended by Executive Orders 12608 and 12943. 

ASSIGNMENT OF CLAIMS (NOV 2004) (BI-124) 

The contractor cannot assign any right or delegate any obligations under this contract without the prior written permission of the Contracting Officer. 

NONWAIVER OF DEFAULTS (NOV 2004) (BI-125) 

Any failure by the NAFI at any time, or from time to time, to enforce or require strict performance of any terms or conditions of this contract will not constitute waiver thereof and will not affect or impair such terms or conditions in any way or the NAFI's right at any time to avail itself or such remedies as it may have for any breach or breaches of such terms and conditions.

You must agree to the following rules to participate on DOD EMALL.

1. If you do not adhere to these rules you can be removed at any time by DOD EMALL management.

2. The supplier must be actively registered in the Central Contractor Registration system and is not suspended or debarred from doing business with the U.S. Government.

3.
Read, sign and return the policy letter for Unsolicited Email.


a. Do not harvest DOD EMALL User contact information from the DOD EMALL site.



b. Do not distribute emails using any mass method of distribution without explicit prior 


consent of the individual users and the DOD EMALL Program Management Office.



c. Do not sell or distribute any past, current or future DOD EMALL customer lists to any 


third party.

4. Orders from the DOD EMALL will be sent via EDI, secure email, or other electronic format agreed to that is based upon best practices.

5. Orders will be limited to the micro-purchase threshold (under $3000) unless offering products or services available from a previously negotiated Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ), GSA Federal Supply Schedule, or Blanket Purchase Agreement.  Orders placed under IDIQ contracts and GSA Federal Supply Schedules or Blanket Purchase Agreements shall be in accordance with the scope, terms and conditions, and ordering procedures established by the contracting officer(s) of the applicable contract vehicle(s).  

6. The customer must have the option to cancel an order when the order cannot be filled within the quoted delivery time.

7. Catalog prices per item must include shipping and handling costs.  DOD EMALL customers do not pay additional shipping and handling for items orders from DOD EMALL.  Prices are FOB destination.

8. Items submitted specifically under contract, which include, BPA, IDIQ, GS FSS, NAF or any awarded schedule, MUST be verifiable by electronic means.  If you are submitting items under GS FSS contract, your items MUST be visible on GSA Advantage in order for you to claim their contract validity and list them on DOD EMALL.  For items in other contract means, a contracting officer’s name, phone and email address is required for verification purposes. 

9. A restocking fee cannot be charged to DOD EMALL customers that are shipping items back to   supplier when the supplier is at error and return of product is the agreed upon solution. 

10. Prices charged will be those in the order from DOD EMALL even if price adjustments occur between order placement and shipment.

11. Charges to GPC’s will not be processed until shipment of 100% of the ordered quantity occurs.

12. No substitutions for product ordered unless allowed by a current contract or purchase agreement.

13. Items shipped must include detailed invoice or packing slip with DOD EMALL prices listed.

14. Submit a contract solicitation from the appropriate contracting officer for your product within 30 days of becoming a supplier on DOD EMALL.  This can enable you to receive MILSTRIP orders.  

15. Do not list products multiple times.  Only ONE listing shall be made per product.  To enable products to be found through various customer searches, list the alternate product descriptions or names within the PRODUCT DESCRIPTION element. 

16. Do not misrepresent your products.  Be sure that the MANUFACTURER NAME is correct, PRODUCT DESCRIPTION is not misleading, and that the MANUFACTURER PART NUMBER is listed as the manufacturer does.  On remanufactured products, the remanufactured is to be listed in the MANUFACTURER NAME and the part numbers of the remanufactured products should not be the same as the original product.  If a product is remanufactured, it needs to be described as such in the PRODUCT NAME.

17. There will be periodic audits to assure compliance and these rules will be fully enforced.  IF IT IS DETERMINED THAT ANY SUPPLIER IS CIRCUMVENTING THESE RULES, THEIR CATALOG WILL BE TERMINATED IMMEDIATELY.

DOD EMALL POLICY ON UNSOLICITED EMAIL FROM VENDORS – 23 April 2007

In recent months, DOD EMALL users have been receiving many unsolicited emails from a particular vendor on DOD EMALL.  In the past, there have been similar incidents on an occasional basis, but the current situation has increased in volume and frequency to the point that the DOD EMALL Program Management Office (PMO) feels the only way to curb this behavior is to implement new business rules for our current and future vendors.

Effective immediately, all current and future DOD EMALL vendors must agree to:

1. not harvest DOD EMALL User contact information from the DOD EMALL site


2. not distribute emails using any mass method of distribution without explicit prior consent of the individual users and the DOD EMALL Program Management Office


3. not sell or distribute any past, current or future DOD EMALL customer lists to any third party

Penalties for disregarding these policies are as follows:

Penalty for harvesting or distributing customer lists (#1 and #3 above) – immediate and permanent removal from DOD EMALL

Penalties for mass or bulk emailing to the DOD EMALL Customers (#2 above):


First incident of violation – vendor (and their contracting officer) directly contacted and reminded of policy.  The offending vendor is placed on “probation”.


Second incident of violation – vendor (and their contracting officer) directly contacted and informed that their catalog or catalogs have been suspended for a period of six months.


Third incident of violation – vendor (and their contracting officer) directly contacted and informed that their catalog or catalogs have been permanently removed from DOD EMALL.

Note that an “incident” is understood to be a specific email distribution.  Multiple reports of the same email containing the same content will be a single incident.  An example of an email with different content will be a separate incident.  Final determination of “incident” and first, second and third occurrences will be at the sole discretion of the DOD EMALL PMO.

Permanent removal may be reviewed and reconsidered after a period of six months, but this should not be considered an automatic process.  Any review and reconsideration will be on a case-by-case basis and may require additional requests for review from DOD EMALL customers and/or responsible contracting officers.

Techniques, tactics and exploits such as screen scraping and data mining for customer information is possibly against the Use Policy of the Department of Defense web sites as stated here and on the DOD EMALL site:

“This web site is provided as a service to the Department of Defense and its customers. This computer system, including all related equipment, networks and network devices (Specifically Including Internet Access), are provided only for authorized U.S Government use. DOD computer systems may be monitored for all lawful purposes, including to ensure that their use is authorized for management to the system, to facilitate protection against unauthorized access, and to verify security procedures, survivability and operational security. Monitoring includes active attacks by authorized DOD entities to test or verify the security of this system. During monitoring, information may be examined, recorded, copied & used for authorized purposes.

Use of this DOD computer system, authorized or unauthorized, constitutes consent to monitoring of this system. Unauthorized use may subject you to criminal prosecution. Evidence of unauthorized use collected during monitoring may be used for administrative, criminal or other adverse action. Use of this system constitutes consent to monitoring for these purposes.”

DOD EMALL users utilize the DOD EMALL web site in the course of doing official business for the Federal government and do not expect nor desire to be the target of mass email distributions or spam email.  It is not our goal to restrict your contact with your customers, not to restrict your ability to do business with the government.  Our intent is to eliminate the ill will and bad feelings that spam emails generate with our customers.  We thank you for your cooperation in this matter.
