Registration
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1. The proponent for this policy is the Directorate of Emergency Services.
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2. This policy is effective immediately. It remains in effect until rescinded or
superseded.

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4. Applicability. This policy applies to all personnel who operate or intend to operate
bicycles on USAG Humphreys installations.
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5. Purpose. To comply with mandatory registration of bicycles on USFK Installations.
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6. Bicycle owners are required to submit a USFK Form 33-E (Military Bicycle
Registration) to the local Pass and Identification Office within five (5) days of arrival or
bicycle purchase.
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7. Pass and ID personnel will enter both bicycle and owner into the Centralized
Operations Police Suite (COPS). Upon registration and a successful safety inspection,
Pass and ID personnel will affix a numbered decal to the bicycle frame as evidence of
registration. When personnel clear DBIDS (Pass and ID) a check will be made in
COPs. If applicable, bicycles will be deregistered at that time.
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8. Bicyclists attempting to enter USAG Humphreys installations without required
personal safety equipment or are unregistered will be denied access.
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9. Periodically the Military Police conduct a bicycle round-up for non-registered bicycles.
These bicycles are impounded for a period of 45 days. Personnel who can provide
proof of ownership (serial number or other distinguishing characteristics), may contact
the Military Police and claim their bicycle.
