Col. Duggan is designated a Certified Information Systems Security Professional (CISSP) with 

Information Systems Security Management Professional (ISSMP) advanced concentration.  He has 

authored numerous articles about Cyber-Special Operations in Joint Defense Quarterly, Special Warfare 

Magazine, Small Wars Journal and The Cyber Defense Review, and is the recipient of the 2015 Chairman 

of the Joint Chiefs of Staff Strategic Research and National Security Award for his paper, “Strategic 

Development of Special Warfare in Cyberspace.”  He is a 2+/2+ Arabic speaker with varying proficiency 

in Tagalog, French and Spanish.
